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English Abstract:

The article is publishing an ostracon, kept in the National Museum of
Egyptian Civilization (NMEC 91). Psalm extracts written on ostraca or
papyri common in Egypt and many ostraca bearing Psalm extracts have been
edited recently. Usually the editions only include identifications of Psalm
guotations and some general comments, but a synthesis devoted to this kind
of text is still lacking. It is not always clear for what purpose these particular
extracts were chosen. Psalms remain to this day widely used in Coptic
Liturgy. This ostraca contains Psalm extracts (71:4- 9:8-56:1). The ostracon
could be dated to 7"/8" centuries, and could be from Thebes according to its
linguistic featured
