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Ochyromata in Ptolemaic Egypt

Abstract: This study deals with the topic of ochyromata (oyvpopata), in Ptolemaic
Egypt, through literary sources, inscriptions, and papyri documents dated to the Ptolemaic
period. The ochyroma is a term used to refer to fortresses, castles, military garrisons, well-built
buildings, as well as military fortifications, as well as the Acropolis. As for the use of the term
inside Egypt, which was mentioned in literary writings, inscriptions, and papyri documents dated
to the Ptolemaic Period, it seems that it did not differ much from it outside it, except for some
very few uses, which were reflected on its meanings, for example we find it carrying the same
meanings, mentioned above ; Where we find it is called fortresses, fortresses, defenses and
fortifications of a military nature, although some of them differed from their counterpart
constructed outside Egypt in terms of their breadth and contain homes inside their walls. We also
find that it is called a type of prison, which we did not find outside Egypt. Key words: castles,
fortresses, ochyroma, Ptolemaic, garrisons.
