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Abstract:

The topic of this search is one of the most central issues in the
philosophy of religion: the question whether is belief in god rational? ,
and is faith a reasonable or rational state of mind?. | will discuss this
topic in philosophy of Alvin Plantinge (1932- ) and Anthony Kenny
(1931- ). In this search | shall offer an answer to the question: is belief in
god rational?, is faith rational? | will discuss the most popular
philosophical account of reason or rationality. Plantinga and Kenny think
in rationality of belief in god.

Alvin Plantinga has argued that belief in God may be regarded as
basic in this way: a person may be within her epistemic rights in
believing in God without having any proof or evidence of God's
existence. Kenny has argued that belief in God need a proof or an
argument .

Plantinga says that there is superficial conflict but deep concord
between science and religion, and superficial concord but deep conflict
between science and metaphysical naturalism, and there is harmony
between science and religion.

Kenny thins that natural selection cannot be offered as the sole
and sufficient explanation of the history of the universe. Moreover that,
The evolution of life is a completely different case from the origin of life.
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
