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Abstract:

The famous trinity of reason, language and the world raise many
philosophical problems that have occupied philosophers throughout the
history of philosophical thought. Attempts to explain the relationship of
this trinity with each other is still receiving the attention of contemporary
philosophers. This triad raises important questions related to many
philosophical issues, including: Does the external world exist? How do
we know the world? How is the world represented objectively? As for
language, it comes as a mediator between the mind and the world. It is the
link between them, and here emerges the difference between internalism
and externalism in their approach to meaning. In other words, is the
source of meaning inside the head or outside the head? This research tries
to find out the relationship between mind, language, and the world by
clarifying the externalist approach to the meaning that is based on the
relation between the meaning and the external world in Hilary Putnam's
philosophy, and the social Anti-individualism of mental representations
in the philosophy of the contemporary American philosopher Tyler
Purge.

The agreement of Putnam and Purge on the importance of the physical
environment or the external world, whether in determining the meaning
and reference in Putnam or in determining the representative content of
Purge makes them face Cartesian doubts about the existence of the
external world.
