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This research is entitled "Hope and the Oscillation
between Resistance and Refraction for Gulf Poets: Ibn
Mogarreb Al-Oyony (572-629 h) as an Example". It aims at
studying the sources of hope and the means of psychological
compatibility that came as a result of that Bahraini poet's
suffering from his relatives' maltreatment and iniquity. They
had seized the whole of his property and imprisoned him as
well. Afterwards, he ended up with leaving his homeland,
not because of a crime he might have committed, but
because he had stamina amongst his family as he always
urged them to keep their determination and not listen to the
denouncers and the opponents.

Studying Ibn Mokarreb's poetry, it comes apparent
that he suffered pain for what had occurred to him.
However, he could overcome pain by clinging to hope and
standing still in the face of calamities by the dent of the
mechanisms of defense. This research tackles four of these
mechanisms: spatial transformation, self-appreciation,
reminiscence of the historical heritage, and the
complimented. Moreover, there is an abstract explaining the
nature of suffrage and the conflicts emerging because of the
occurring alterations.
