The
research is based on the textual linguists' approach of the
classification of the textual cohesion into two categories:
linear coherence and connotative coherence. Henceforth, it
tackles reference, substitution, ellipsis, junction, and
recurrence (linear cohesion); matisation and topic of
discourse (connotative cohesion).
