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A proposed curriculum in sociology for the secondary stage in the
light of 25™ January revolution's social and political concepts and
issues and its effect on developing students’ awareness of these
concepts and issues

Abstract

This research aimed at designing a proposed curriculum in sociology for
secondary stage students in the light of social and political concepts and
issues of January 25 revolution, and measuring its effect on developing
students’ awareness of these concepts and issues. Two methods were used:
the descriptive method to provide the theoretical framework and to design the
research tools, and the experimental method to conduct the research
experiment. The experimental design included one group (a sample of second
year secondary stage students) -who was instructed using the proposed
curriculum in sociology.

The researcher designed the following research tools: a student book,
teacher’s guidebook, and a scale for measuring the awareness of social and



political concepts and issues. The experiment was conducted and the results
were obtained and interpreted. The results of the research showed the
effectiveness of the proposed curriculum in developing second year
secondary stage students’ awareness of social and political concepts and
issues of January 25 revolution, including different dimensions of awareness
(cognitive, affective and behavioral).
