toward Practicing Logical Argument in Political Discussions

Abstract:
This research aimed at investigating the effectiveness of a proposed unit —
based on the applications of non-formal logic in the field of politics for
developing philosophy and sociology students' skills of evaluating political
arguments and their attitude toward practicing logical argument in political

discussions. Two methods were used; the descriptive method; to provide the



theoretical framework and to design the research tools, and the experimental
method to conduct the research experiment. The experimental design included
one group of 25 male and female, second year students at the faculty of
Education, philosophy and sociology department- who was instructed using
the proposed unit that is based on the applications of non-formal logic in the
field of politics.

The researcher designed the following research tools: a student book for the
proposed unit, a teacher’s guide book, an evaluation test for evaluating
political arguments and a scale for measuring the attitude toward practicing
logical argument in the political discussions. The experiment then was
conducted and the results were obtained and interpreted.

The findings of the research showed the effectiveness of the proposed unit in
developing the skills of evaluating political arguments and attitude toward
practicing logical argument in the political discussions of philosophy and

sociology students at the faculty of Education.
