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Abstract:

The current study sought to verify the degree of the
contribution of each of overexcitability and emotional creativity
patterns in predicting perfectionism (neurotic - normal) among a
sample of academically gifted university students. The sample of the

study consisted of (164) male and female students academic gifted in
some faculties of Fayoum University. The study tools included a



questionnaire of neurotic perfectionism (preparation: Amal Abaza,
2002), a questionnaire of overexcitability patterns (translated by
researcher), and emotional creativity scale (prepared by the
researcher). The study method was descriptive approach with the
comparative causal study. After addressing the study hypotheses
with the appropriate statistical methods.
the results of the study concluded that:

- There is a positive correlation between overexcitability

patterns and perfectionism (neurotic and normal).

- There is a positive correlation between emotional

creativity and normal perfectionism, whereas there is no

significant correlation between emotional creativity and

neurotic perfectionism.

- There are statistically significant differences between

those with neurotic perfectionism and those with normal

perfectionism in overexcitability patterns in favor of those

with neurotic perfectionism.

- There are statistically significant differences between

those with neurotic perfectionism and those with normal

perfectionism in emotional creativity in favor of those with

normal perfectionism.

- Overexcitability patterns (sensory and emotional)

contribute to predict normal perfectionism, and (emotional

and imaginary) patterns predict neuron perfectionism.

- Emotional creativity contributes to predict normal

perfectionism among the study sample, while emotional

creativity does not contribute to predict neurotic

perfectionism.
