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Abstract:

The study aimed to reveal the relationship between early non-

adaptive charts and cyclothymia, to identify differences between
males and females in both early non-adaptive charts and
cyclothymia, and to reveal the direct causal effects of each Early
Maladaptive Schemes on cyclothymia in the study sample. The
study followed the descriptive approach, the study tools of Young's
guestionnaire were applied to Early Maladaptive Schemes

(Arabization and legalization of the researcher). A diagnostic scale



for cyclothymia disorder (prepared by: the researcher). The study
sample consisted of (566) male and female students from Fayoum
University, and the study reached several results, perhaps the most
prominent of which is the presence of statistically significant
differences at the level of significance (0.01) between male and
female in Early Maladaptive Schemes and areas of schema, and the
presence of significant differences Statistically, at the level of
significance (0.01) between males and females on the scale of
cyclothymia, there is a positive correlation relationship at the level
of significance (0.01) between early adaptive schemes. The results
also revealed the contribution of each of the non-adaptive charts as a
mono model as well as graded models in predicting cyclothymia in
the study sample. Also results of study found path analysis of the
relationship between Early Maladaptive Schemes as well as its
fields showed a positive causal effects on cyclothymia and the path
analysis model achieved The charts as well as the path analysis
model for the fields have good conformity criteria as well as criteria

for the quality of acceptance of the model.
