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A (Re)investigation of the So-called King List in the Abydos

The so-called Abydos King List is the iconographic corpus decorating the 
right wall of the passage, referred to as the Gallery of the Lists, leading from 
the second Hypostyle Hall to the Butcher's Hall of Mortuary Temple of Sethy I 
at Abydos. Building upon the analyses included in previous studies, the aim of 
the present article is, to propose a new interpretation for the currently 
investigated object by (re-)examining the following features: the hieroglyphic 
inscriptions accompanying the two principal figures, namely Sethy I and 
Ramses II, as well as the two attributes which the latter is holding in his hands. 
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
