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The Styles of Parental Treatment as Children Perceive and Their
Relation to The skills of The Positive Thinking of As ample of Pupils
At The Primary Stage of Education

Abstract: The study amed at revealing the relation between the styles of
parental treatment as children perceive and the positive thinking of a sample
of pupils at the primary stage of education . Methods and Procedures : The
study sample composed of 200 pupils of the primary stage of education :100
male pupils with average age (10.49+0.89) and average intelligence (114.54
1.30), and 100 female pupils with average age (10.53 +1.40) and average
intelligence (114.51 £ 0.99) . The Scale of Parental Method As Children
Perceive (prepared by the researcher ) and The Scale of The Skills of the
Positive Thinking (prepared by the researcher )had been applied on the study
sample after the researcher checked the psychometric validity of the above
mentioned scales .

The results of the study were as the following :

There was a positive statistically significant relationship ( at 0.01)
between the styles of parental treatment as children perceive and positive
thinking skills of primary school pupils .

There are statistically significant differences (at 0.01) between males
and females in relation to the styles of parental treatment as children
perceive in favor of male sample relating to the styles of acceptance,
forgiveness , balance, care (Father form) and equation (Father and Mother
form). There are statistically significant differences ( at 0.01) between males
and females in favor of female sample relating to the styles of acceptance,
forgiveness, balance, and care (Mother form) .There are also statistically
significant differences at 0.01 between males and females relating to the skills
of the skills of the positive thinking and these differences are for the male
sample .

These results were discussed in the light of previous studies and the
theoretical frame of this study in addition to the presentation of
recommendations and suggestions.
