Abstrac
The included a group of mentally retarded children from
“Al Tarbia Al Fikria of Fardous”. They were 30 in number

and were divided into 2 groups. The former consisted of



15 men - tally retarded boy and girl children (8) of whom
being males and (7) females this. This was called the
experimental group. The latter consisted of same number
as the former with the same sort of children and same
genus. This last group was given the title — of the
controlling one. It was acknowledged that the intelligence
test of the children in the two groups ranges between 50
and 70 on the “Wexler scale “.

3- The pre measuring at control and experimental group
by the use of list of observing the behavior of independent
work among the mentally retarded children. There are
statistical significant differences between the two
measures, this refer to the program for developing the
skills independent work among the children who are

mentally retarded.

4- The pre measuring at control and experimental group
by the use of social maturity scale. There are statistical
significant differences between the two measures. This
refer to the program for developing the skills of social

maturity among the children who are mentally retarded.

5- There is a statistically significant difference in
independent work between the two sexes in both control

group and study group.

6— There is a statistically significant difference in social
maturity between the two sexes in both control group and

study group.
