Introduction to Museum Studies

Aim Gaining knowledge on museology and positive attitude toward the role of museum in

society.

Content This course provides an overview of Museology, the branch of knowledge concerned

with the study of the purpose and organization of museums, the historic and
contemporary classification of various types of museums, their structure and
organization, and their roles in society. It surveys museum history from a global
perspective to examine how the museum’s function has changed over time and the
formation of the modern museum.

Yv
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Museum Management

Aim Gaining knowledge and skills of museum Managementand positive attitude toward the
role of museum in society.

Content This course offers an overview of management and museum operation, finance, and
administration for those aspiring to managerial and supervisory positions in museums.
Topics to be covered include mission; leadership and strategic planning; governance
and institutional policy; organizational structure and the roles and relationships of
museum departments; operational issues, including security and disaster planning;
museum finance, including operating and capital expense budgeting; fundraising; and

marketing
Collections and Exhibitions
Aim Gaining knowledge and skills concerning the collections and exhibitions in museums

and positive attitude toward the role of museum in society.

Content As an introduction to the policies and procedures of collection and exhibition
management, this course will consider issues involved in day-to-day museum
operations and the urgent challenges facing museums today. It will focus on collection
policies, documentation, assessment, technical aspects of handling, storing, and
exhibiting a variety of materials, writing condition reports, conservation, storage,
exhibition management, working with living artists, community, timelines and

budgeting.
Curatorship: Principles and Practices
Aim Gaining knowledge and skills concerning curatorship’s principles and practices in

museums and positive attitude toward the role of museum in society.

Content What does it mean to curate? The idea and meaning of curation has evolved and
developed in recent years. Traditional notions of curatorial authority have come under
question as the concept of curating has expanded. In this course, students will study
principles and practices relating to core curatorial functions, learn about the traditional
role of curators in different museums, and consider how and why those roles are
changing. Students will consider ethical and other challenges facing museums,
changing curatorial functions, knowledge of maintaining and interpreting collections,
acquisition policies, cataloging.

Museums and Technology

Aim Gaining knowledge and skills concerning the application of technology in museums,
and positive attitude toward the role of museum in society.

Content The course will present a survey and analysis of museum use of interactive
technologies, strategies and tools for collections management, exhibitions, educational
resources and programs, website design, digitization projects, and legal issues arising
from the use of these technologies. In addition to the technology’s impacts on visitor
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experiences, learning, engaging virtual audiences, and developing technology
infrastructures. Integrates case studies, class discussions, problem-centered
workshops, and guest speakers, digital collections, online exhibitions, social media,
the advantages, and disadvantages of technology to expand audiences while gaining a
broad understanding of current practices.

Museums and Community Engagement

Aim Gaining knowledge and skills about the relationship between museum and community,
and positive attitude toward the role of museum in society.

Content There has been a turn towards community engagement in recent museum practice.
Museum programming today often includes community outreach, civic activism, and
community participation in its core activities. This course investigates the theoretical
underpinnings of community engagement, along with its practical outcomes. It builds
an understanding of community programming in the context of critical museum
theory, the ways in which contemporary museums identify and serve their respective
communities through exhibitions, educational programming, and publications. It
explores how museums and cultural organizations of all sizes can strengthen their
relationships with the communities they serve, getting involved in community
challenges and developing new partnerships.

Museum Education

Aim Gaining knowledge and skills about the role of museum as an educational institution,
and positive attitude toward the role of museum in society.

Content Museums offer a unique encounter with objects and ideas for people of many ages,
interests, and backgrounds. Museum education strengthens that encounter by building
bridges between visitors' experiences and expectations, and the experiences and ideas
that emanate from a museum's collection. This course provides an introduction to
museum education and critical issues facing the field. It shows the core responsibilities
of museum educators, and the impact of museum education practices in a pluralistic
society and explores the learning process that takes place in museums. Through an
overview and evaluation of educational services in museums. Additional topics may
include learning strategies, teaching from objects, program planning and assessment,
ethics, development, and implementation of evaluation tools, exhibition interpretation,
audience research, literacy and language, and requirements of visitors with special

needs.
Conservation of Museum Objects
Aim Gaining knowledge and skills on conservation of museum objects, and positive

attitude toward the role of museum in society.

Content This course examines the role of conservation in museums by introducing materials
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commonly found in collections, the causes of their deterioration and the resources
available to identify and mitigate collection risks, the conservator, and conservation
ethics, proper handling of materials, temperature and relative humidity, environmental
monitoring, light. Students will gain comprehensive knowledge of the process of
caring and conserving museum objects they will be introduced to the technical
knowledge needed to preserve and conserve museum objects.

Museums Libraries and Archives

Aim

Content

Gaining knowledge on museums libraries and archives, and positive attitude toward
the role of museum in society.

This course provides an introduction to the theory and practice of archives and
libraries including an overview relating to the elements of an archival program and the
role and work of archivists. Special attention will be paid to the work of archivists in a
museum context. Topics include: acquisition; appraisal; arrangement and description;
preservation; reference; outreach; archival access systems; legal and ethical issues; and
born-digital curation, including digital preservation.

History of Art

AIm
Content

Gaining knowledge on history of art and positive attitude toward art and artifacts.

This module presents the history of art from the ancient to modern times. It will help
the students to acquire skills used to acknowledge all style of art and for the purposes
for which works of art were created. Through that, the students will be able to identify,
describe, and analyze works of art from a range of historical periods and geographical
locations. Students will investigate how historical research on arts in Egypt has been
conducted, how historical narratives have been constructed and how historical
research intersects with museological and curatorial practices.

Museum Marketing

Aim

Content

Gaining knowledge and skills about marketing of museum, and positive attitude
toward the role of museum in society

Major changes in technology have dramatically shifted how people consume
information. It is critical for museum professionals to understand this and to adapt
their marketing and communications strategies in order to compete for attention in an
increasingly busy and competitive world.

The course gives the scientific approach of marketing and the way of applying the
marketing mix public relations to surveying advances in digital advertising. It explores
how museum marketing and communications professionals are empowered to target
and engage audiences and the strategies they employ to do this work. Topics range
from market research and branding to crisis communications and social media. The
course will qualify the student to establish the marketing plan of museums. This is
followed by developing marketing material as brochures, print advertisements.
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Museums, Law, and Policy

Aim

Content

Gaining knowledge about law and policies of museum, and positive attitude toward
the role of museum in society

Legal issues pervade so many aspects of the world of museums. The law can both
constrain and enable the behavior of museum staff, administration, and others who
work with these cultural organizations. This course introduces students to the ways in
which museums are affected by the law and key legal concepts. Discussions and
assignments will address practical concerns as well as policy and conceptual matters,
incorporated cases, mock negotiations, and group discussions, cultural heritage
legislation, intellectual property issues, such as copyright, trademark and moral rights,
first amendment and censorship cls, work-place hazards, contracts. The course will
help students understand legal matters in museum practice in an applied manner. Legal
and policy discussions will include current issues in copyright, freedom of speech and
censorship matters, and collections issues including cultural heritage developments

Museum Anthropology

AIm

Content

Gaining knowledge and skills about anthropology and positive attitude toward the role
of museum in society

An introduction to the historical background, practice, and ethical issues involved in
the creation, presentation, and dissemination of anthropological information in a
museum setting. The course also considers current issues facing anthropologists, such
as: contested rights to collections; representation and interpretation of cultures; art and
artifact; conceptualization of exhibitions; and anthropological research and education
in the museum. It Interrogates the role of museums as significant social actors in broad
anthropological debates on power, materiality, value, representation, culture,
nationalism, circulation, aesthetics, science, history, and "new" technologies.
