Introduction: It contained factors of subject choice , research method ,
difficulties that faced him and most important resources and references
that he depent on.

Preface : Contained the city of Sana'a and causes of the Ottoman presence
in Yemen and manifestations of civilization to the Ottomans in Sana'a.

conclusion : It contains the most important results ;

1- interest of Ottomans governors to make significant civilized and
architectural renaissance in Yemen, especially Sana'a , with emphasis
on establishment Mosgues to get closer to God and to gain sympathy
and love of the people of Yemen.

2-Ottoman-style could not spread in planning of Mosques, for several
reasons: the cultural and civilizational depth of Yemen , political and
religious differences between the Ottomans and the State of Zaydi Imams,
as well as, a small period of presence of the Ottomans in Yemen.

3-ottoman influence appear in planning of some of these Mosques like

Muradiyya Mosque, Bakriyya Mosque , and Talha Mosque. but ottoman
influence was only in the overall shape and the content and decorations
were on the local Yemeni style.

4-The researcher study Mosques which are destoyed and know their
architectural style such as Iskander pasha Mosque and El-abidian Mosgue.
5-The researcher haspublished several important documents for
these mosques, especially Muradiyya Mosque.
