First the Identifications of the thesis:

The aim of this thesis is to focus on the llluminism in the Muslim
Philosopher’'s writings in Andalus At The Fifth And The Sixth Emigration
centuries. and it deals with - as it is illustrated in the title- studying the
illuministic ideas at the Islamic philosophers in a specific period, which is the
fifth and sixth emigration centuries, and in a specific place which is Andalus.

unknown to many, even those who work in the philosophy field.

b) The Leadership of this man in his era, and in the field of philosophy
writing which is aware of the philosophy heritage.

c) Being unique in introducing his thoughts in a mathematical way and his
sticking to the two ideas of circles and sequence.

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need for studies that follows his thoughts as an independent philosopher
that have his own thoughts, not just an explainer for Aristotle.



c) Being a unique philosopher as well as his originality besides his deep
understanding for his professor Aristotle.

For the choice of Ibn Tufil was for the following reasons :

a) That this philosopher is one of the most important philosophers who
talked about the illumination knowledge.

b) That he also did not have this satisfying attention of studying.

For the choice of Ibn Rushd was for the following reasons :

a) The conflict of opinions about this philosopher, especially in the issue of
the connection to the Intellect agent .

b) That this philosophers who had the attention of researchers still needs
more study, especially in issue that deals with question of knowledge
and Intellect agent , that part which Ibn Rushd took responsibility to
finish as his professor Aristotle had stopped without finishing or
illustrating .

The researcher was committed in this thesis with the the comparative
analytic method, and this was by analyzing the texts and comparing the ideas
that came in it, aiming to reach the points of influence as well as the influence
in between the four philosophers whom are the subject of this study, and also
the influence between them and the philosophers, data owners and
intellectuals who were ahead of them .
