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Using the Ethical Analysis Approach in Teaching Philosophy for
Developing Secondary Stage Students' Reflective Thinking
Skills and Ethical Sensitivity

Research Summary:

The current research aimed at investigating the effectiveness of using ethical
analysis approach in teaching philosophy on developing reflective thinking skills
and ethical sensitivity of third year secondary students. The descriptive method
was used for reviewing the literature and designing the study tools, while the
experimental method was used for implementing the experiment. The sample
of the study was divided into two groups: the experimental group (25
students) studying some topics of Philosophy using the ethical analysis approach,
and the control group (25 students) studying the same topics using the traditional
method. The researcher designed a group of tools such as: the reflective
thinking test, the ethical sensitivity scale, and the teacher’s guide. The
researcher implemented the study tools, and analyzed and interpreted results.
The results proved the effectiveness of using the ethical analysis approach in
teaching philosophy in developing reflective thinking skills and ethical sensitivity of
third year secondary students.
