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The problem of the current study is addressed through
the following main question:
What is the advantage of the foreign aids, represented in
the new schools program, provided to the basic
education in Egypt?
Out of the previous main question the following sub-
questions are released:

1. What is the actual current state of the basic education in
Egypt and how far does it really need development?
2, What are the main justifications and motivations for

presenting the foreign aids to the Egyptian education in




general and the basic education in particular? What are their
aims, conditions and problems confronting them?

3. What are the main forms of aids presented by the
international corporation — CARE to the Egyptian society?

4, What are the main educational efforts exerted by the
international corporation - CARE and their societal
influences in Egypt?

5. What are the main aims and components of the New
Schools Program funded by the international corporation —
CARE?

6. How is the program actually implemented and how far
could it achieve the aims of developing the basic education
in the targeted governorates?

7. How can we enhance such programs and utilize them
for improving the basic education in Egypt?

Findings Discussion:
- The main theoretical and empirical findings

accomplished by the investigator can be summarized in
the following points:

- The most outstanding problem facing policies of
reform, development and reconstruction of the
educational system in Egypt is the lack of sufficient
financial support and finding new financial resources.
This is considered to be the main cause for seeking
foreign aids.

-There are different forms of foreign aids in the
Egyptian basic education ranging from financial to
technical aids and from peer to group aids.

-Many factors lead to seeking foreign aids in the
Egyptian education e.g. political, economic, internal and
external factors.

- Evaluation of the New Schools Program
implemented by the international corporation — CARE
resulted that The program succeed by only 56.7% .
