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Résumé

The Roman Emperors intended to erect many additions to Egyptian temples to
reflect their piousness and respect to Egyptian religion and gods, as a means to
fortify their reigns in Egypt. This religious policy continued over three centuries
but the first two centuries witnessed many constructive activities in temples.
Nonetheless, the roman policy had some aspects which are contradictory with
their formers. Their activities are concentrated in three places which are situated
in the borders of the valley. The research aims to highlight the constructive
activities of Flavian dynasty in the temple of Upper Egypt focusing on the
places of their additions and its religious and political significations.
