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Abstract

The cult of the bulls was very distinguished during the Graeco-Roman Period,
especially the cult of the Apis. Both of the Ptolemaic kings and Roman
Emperor paid great attentions to this cult: the Ptolemaic kings participate in the
funeral of the dead one; they integrated the cult of Serapis, the chief god of the
Ptolemaic Kingdom, as a Hellenized form of the Egyptian Osiris-Apis bull; the
Romans paid homage for the cult of Apis either in Egypt or outside. During the
Graeco-Roman period, the importance of Apis bull as a funerary god increased
gradually. He was represented in many tombs of individuals, stelae, anthropoid
coffins and mummy shrouds. The research aims to follow up the
representations of Apis in tombs of the Graeco-Roman Period to emphasize the
ancient and the new roles of Apis as a funerary god. It tries also to shed the
light on his relation with other funerary gods.
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
