the architecture and art in general, costumes come as one of the important
branches of art, which make us know more about the correlation between

Egypt and Nubia, especially during Twenty-fifth Dynasty after control of
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the Kushite kings. Kushite. The study of the Kushite art in general may
emphasis the archaizing tendency of Egyptian art, that we sometimes also
meet in literature the view that the traditionalism of the Kushites had its
root in the attempt to gain the legitimacy by appearing more Egyptian than
Egyptian themselves, and by showing more reverence towards the past
glory of Egypt than the Egyptian did. This is applies also to the costumes
which appeared during Twenty-fifth Dynasty for the Kushites and
remarked with stereotypes of the Egyptian costumes. The paper focuses on
the costumes of Kushite kings, which were characterized with mingled and
overlapped style, which appeared in various types of crowns, ornaments,
clothing, and Kushites costumes were distinguished with ethnic features,
belong to Nubia beside the traditional Egyptian costumes. For example
Twenty-fifth Dynasty royal clothing was characterized by many innovative
elements that appeared on traditional Egyptian clothing in various types of
garments. Due to the lengthy period of interaction between Egypt and
Kush, Kushite royal clothing reveals many Egyptian influences. In this
article, the authors seek to answer an important question about
interconnections between Egyptian and Kushite clothing during this
period: Did the Kushites adopt only Egyptian clothing elements, without
creating their own clothing regalia? The authors conclude that the Kushites
did not imitate Egyptian clothing practices exactly but developed a new
trend by combining both Egyptian and Kushite traditions in order to satisfy
their conquered Egyptian subjects as well as their own people. This paper
tries answers of an important question about interconnections between
Egyptian and Kushite clothing during this period, which is: Did the
Kushites adopt only Egyptian clothing elements, without creating their
own clothing regalia?
