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Amenhotep I is as intermediary of Deceased in Afterlife
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. The building and structural achievements of Ancient Egyptian kings and
queens helped on better understanding the ancient Egyptian religion.
Although scholars could uncover lots of secrets about the ancient Egyptian
beliefs, many of them remain a mystery, which require to be studied in
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detail. The cult of ancestors is one of the most important beliefs, which
require further research work to make it clearer. The cult of ancestors may
conflict with the royal cult and other ambiguous rituals. The worship of
royal ancestors in the New Kingdom differed from this earlier form. Individual
deceased royal figures were distinguished by image as well as by name and no
site yielded more evidence for the veneration of the royal ancestors than Deir el-
Medineh. The most obvious posthumous royal cult at Deir el-Medina was that of
Amenhotep I and Ahmose-Nefertary. Amenhotep 1 appear in unusual scenes
on some funerary stela at Deir El-Medina as intermediate of the deceased,
helping him as interceding for gods and goddess. He may have been
practiced this role to protect the deceased during his journey in afterlife to
passage to Osiris field. Relatively common in Deir el Medina was a type
of stela dedicated to what are known as the 3h ikr n Ra. The
notion of ih is one which has been investigated by several scholars,
yet, even now, it is difficult to come up with a clear, concise definition
of what it really meant and how that state was achieved. This article
studies the unusual role of Amenhotep I, which appear through different
Scenes offering before the gods of afterlife to conclude that this new role is
considered the personal cult of people in Deir El-Medina. The King
Amenhotep I was the intermediary whereby the divine energies of the
universe were made available for men. This power he derived from his
ancestors, in particular from his father who for this reason was considered
as himself divine. Finally, it can be conclude that depictions of the
deceased Amenhotep I as mummiform, wearing the nemes, are rare in Deir
el-Medina and are restricted to representations of this King as a member of
a series of deceased royal figures. In fact, when depicted within a sequence
of royal ancestors Amenhotep I is almost always represented mummiform,
wearing the nemes headdress, in which he is the only king within the
sequence, accompanied by two queens, in which he is shown mummiform,
just like all the other kings within the sequence, but wears the ibes-wig and
boatman's circlet with uraeus, instead of the nemes.
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
