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Period: Some Consideration Evidences for Quality
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The ancient Egyptian history gives us a clear idea that the ancient
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Egyptians paid attention to education and apprenticeship; they realized its
importance in life to guarantee higher social status by understanding all
aspects of their life and afterlife. The importance of education and its vital
role in the society appeared through many sources as the “Instructions of
Khety to his son Pepi”: ‘Love the books like your mom, there isn't anything
expensive in entire life more than books’. The same notion is found in a letter,
dating back to the second century of our era, from a father to his son ‘pay
attention only to your books, devoting yourself to the learning and they will bring
you profit’. These teachings and others reflect the eagerness of the ancient
Egyptians to motivate their students and sons to learn. Ancient Egyptian
educational system aimed to prepare a graduate matching the requirements
of labour market, and participating in various professions and duties
related to the civil, priestly, and military sphere. The Egyptian local school
focused on the preparation of scribes and officials before joined the
complex system of local bureaucracy. The article highlights how the
ancient Egyptians and then the Egyptian Greeks operated the basic
education using quality prospective to achieve its fundamental goal. This
educational system provided the society with competent graduates that
meet the intended requirements of labour market during the long ancient
Egyptian history. The current study investigates the educational inputs,
processes, and outcomes depending on analysing texts and inscriptions.
This article concludes that: the Egyptians developed a flexible educational
system, which operated according to limited source but finally achieved its
goals. It produced a successful system that bore features of modern quality
practices.
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
