result of the empire’s expansion. During New kingdom Egypt become
open to all cultures, especially from Asian side; the Egyptian had received
all foreign influences, and then had been introduced to the society in pure
Egyptian model. For example, the ancient Egyptian art may included a
new ideas and elements, but with a conservative Egyptian tradition. On the
other hand the Egyptian had allowed during the Old kingdom, entering the
foreign deities, as kind of integration with Egyptian pantheon. We should
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keep in mind that the presence of foreign deities in the Egyptian religion
must be studied in the light of the openness of Egyptian polytheism and as
a reflection on cultural identity. These intercultural contacts had an effect
on the religion. Since the earliest times, deities like Dedun, Ha, or Sopdu,
Reshef, Baal, Horon, and Anat formed an integral part of the Egyptian
religion. A series of Near Eastern deities were introduced into the well-
established religion of ancient Egypt at the beginning of the New
Kingdom, under the reign of Amenhotep II. These deities were worshiped
under their foreign names while they were depicted in Egyptian fashion.
Their principal function was providing protection to their followers. This
paper aims to indicate the Egyptianize, which were carried out on the
Semitic gods and goddesses, and compare the different representations of
each gods and goddesses, and then analyses are written. The paper depend
on group of Semitic gods and goddesses as a sample to study the
Egyptianize and how Egyptian did a lot to change the features of those
gods to fit up with the Egyptian society; these changes included the
costumes and crowns and facial features. It can be concluded, that the
ancient Egyptians kept their main cults and deities pure, but they allowed
the cult of foreign Egyptianize deities, as the Egyptian state was a multi-
cultural community during the New Kingdom.
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
