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e Abstract

The article studies a mummy and coffin exhibited on the entrance

level of Durham University’s Oriental Museum with a registration

number DUROM.1999.32. In 1964, x-ray analysis of the mummy

revealed what appeared to be a prosthetic hand. This has attracted

considerable academic attention and been the focus for the majority

of research ever since. This article presents a more holistic study of

the mummy and coffin. It addresses a range of issues including
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coffin’s potential provenance in Akhmim, whether or not it could have
been excavated by Maspero in his investigation of the site (1884-
1888) and the possibility that mummy, and coffin were exhibited in
the old Boulag Museum. The dating and gender of the mummy,
which have also been a source of some debate, are also addressed
using both scientific and art historical methods.
