 Abstract  

The paper studies the desire of the deceased to breathe in the afterlife 
through the depiction of the deceased either holding or receiving the ṯ3w 
sail-sign in the Graeco-Roman tomb. Breathing in itself is one of the 
attributes of continuing life, and for someone who passes successfully 
between this life and the next breathing would be needed. God Atum, the 
creator god, is the main god who is attributed for giving breath to the 
deceased in his tomb. Many scenes in the Graeco-Roman tombs of Egypt 
show receiving or holding the ṯ3w sail-sign by the deceased. The paper 
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investigates that the breath-sign in the hands of the deceased highly 
attributed with a kind of cult of the deceased. The breath-sign in the hands 
of the deceased also confirm his transfiguration and portrays himself as a 
virtuous one.
