This paper publishes a wooden panel fragment from
Shibuya Egyptian Museum collection in Tokyo dates back to
the Graeco- Roman period. The fragment was part of a
wooden coffin and shows the sema-tawy motif for the
mummy of the deceased. This paper studies this amazing
depiction and its funeral context, as well as giving an
accurate dating of this object through investigation and
comparison study with similar motifs.
